Sleep is one of the most universal experiences in the history of the world. Everybody sleeps; everybody needs 
sleep. Some need sleep more than others: babies, for example, but also certain animals. Why is sleep so 
important, though? How does a bad night of sleep affect our brains and the way we do things?



Numerous researchers have tried to find answers to these questions, and some of the results they have 
produced have been illuminating. We now know, for example, that sleep helps us to learn things better. When we 
sleep, our brains process knowledge they’ve acquired through the day, helping us to retain it – a process known 
as ‘consolidation’.
